 Miracles that serve to confirm the gospel are recorded

 Acts 2, 3, 5, 6
 The carrying out of the great commission is recorded with important details

 For example, baptism:  who, what, when, why, how
 Acts 2, 3

 Questions are answered about the promised mission of the Holy Spirit as well 
as His other measures
 Acts 1, 2, 6

 Important information about the church’s establishment, growth, work, and 
organization are recorded
 Acts 2 through 7

 Background information helpful in understanding the epistles is recorded
